The woodpecker is an interesting and amazing bird. It has a strong pointed beak that
acts as a hammer to remove bark from trees and find insects to eat. It also has a very
long tongue of five inches long. It is sticky on the tip for catching insects and wormes.
Most birds have one toe pointing back and three toes pointing forward on each foot.
Woodpeckers are a little different from other birds, as they have two sharp claws
pointing backward and two sharp claws pointing forward on each foot as it helps them
hold on to each side of a tree. The life span of a woodpecker is 4-11 years. Their favorite
foods are insects, acorns, fruit and nut. These birds live in forests, hugely wooded areas
with lots of trees. Woodpeckers are found in all parts of the world except in Australia.
